NEW CAMP CHECK-OUT/CLEANING RULES

April 2005

Dear Hoover Camper,

In order to make the Camp Lou Henry Hoover check-out procedure as simple as possible, we are trying a new self check-out plan.  On the last night of your stay at camp, the Camp Ranger, John will drop off Handy Dandy Check-out Sheet and go over your group’s responsibilities for the cleanliness of your site.  At this time you should ask any questions.    Remember your site should be left as clean, if not cleaner than you found it.  On the final day of your stay you will be asked to clean according to this check-out sheet.  Please sign the sheet and leave it in the kitchen or the program shelter closet when you are leaving.  When departing from your site, please leave all trash inside the garbage cans at your sites inside the shelters, turn off the lights and shut all doors.  This will make it possible for your group to leave Camp Hoover when you are ready and not have to wait or be held up if there is an emergency.  

The Camp Ranger will conduct check-outs of creation studio, the dining hall and the kitchen to be sure that they maintain appropriate health codes.  These checkouts will be arranged with him during your stay.

If your site is not cleaned in accordance with the check-out sheet, troops staying at that particular site will be charged a $50 cleaning fee per site.  The community will NOT absorb these fees, the troops staying in the units are responsible. If these fees are charged to our group and we have difficulty in collecting them we will then be forced, in the future, to have troops put down a “security deposit” that would be returned after the    clean-up report is received from the Ranger. These rules have been established by the Camp Manager, Deb from GSWRC, the community has adjusted them for the responsibility to fall back on the troop(s) staying in those units.

Thank you for your help in maintaining our facilities in the best possible manner.
